4 Red Oak East end main entrance at TCS The Story Behind It Height:100ô; Circumference:170ò; Age: 170 years+;it is thought to be older than the 
school and could have been part of the original planting of the Ward Homestead; in 
1950ôs tree sustained a structural damage and instead of removing, it was repaired 
using cabling and cement infilling in 1970ôs. 

5 Pine Choate Rd. allowance (E of 
Cranberry Rd, W of Hawkins Rd) 

Remarkable Tree Unusual horizontal growth make it a very remarkable tree. 

6 Silver Maple 2980 County Rd.2 (Marvindale

The Story Behind It One of many trees planted in 1937 by W.T.H.Marvin as part of reforestation project on 
Marvindale Farm to replenish trees cut for firewood during the great depression. 

7 Beech Beech Hill Rd (between 7th line 
and County Rd.9) 

  

The Story Behind It In 2002, the residents of Campbellcroft and Garden Hill planted beech trees to replace 
beech trees which were numerous there in a past; the road was traveled by children 
going to Beech Hill School SS#15 and they rested under beech trees.

10 Redbud 31 King St., Port Hope Remarkable Tree Native tree of the Carolinian Forest of Southwestern Ontario, naturally found in the 
Windsor / Point Pelee area, therefore this tree is well out of its natural range here in 
Port Hope.  This Redbud was damaged in the ice storm of 2013 but survived and con-
tinues to delight the neighbourhood with its bright pink flowers each spring. 

11 Gingko Biloba 103 Mill St. N., Port Hope The Story Behind It The Ginkgo Tree is an ancient species, appearing in fossil records dating back 270 
million years.  It remains virtually unchanged.  This particular tree obviously means a 
lot to the Allison family because the Allison Funeral Home has adopted the unique leaf 
shape of the Ginkgo for its logo displayed prominently on its sign.

(Wesleyville cemetery) Port Hope 

The Story Behind It Approx. 90 whites pines in rows at the cemetery were planted between 1910-1950 
during the Arbor Day celebration by students from SS#2 in Wesleyville. 

17 Butternut Queen St. Memorial Park, Port 
Hope 

The Story Behind It Impressive size and canopy spread. Memorial Park centerpiece. Every year during 
festivals and other activities people gather in celebration under this tree.

18 Silver Maple NE corner Bramley N.  & Bruton

Size Matters This notable silver maple is approx. 50ô tall and over 14 feet in circumference, fa-
voured by wildlife and its human and animal neighbours for over a century. 

The 
tree is over 13ô in circumference and estimated to be well over 100 years old.
